Friday, May 3 Deadline
Oakdale Seniors Alliance’s Open Enrollment period 
began the week of April 22 with in-person meetings 
to sign up for benefits. Through Friday, May 3,  
action is required by ALL benefit-eligible employees 
to sign up for a telephonic enrollment meeting to  
enroll, waive, or make changes to their benefits.

The benefits you select during this Open Enrollment 
period will go into effect on June 1, 2024.
